What is he artworm disease?
Heartworm disease is a serious, d

sometimes fatal, disease of dogs H
rarely, cats. After an animal is bittf

by a mosquito that carries the disf
ease, worms grow and lodge in th
heart and blood vessels and lead
heart failure. Often there are no
signs of illness until serious dam
has occurred. Treatments are avg
able, but can be slow, expensive,
painful or even fatal.

How do | protect my dog?

Your dog can be tested for heart-
worms by a quick bloodtest done
by your vet. Heartworm disease IS
preventable by giving a monthly p
that prevents infection. The medid
tion is extremely safe and effectivg

Is it true that we don’thawe to
worry about he artworms in this
area?

In certain areas of the country heq
worm disease is endemic, meanin
that almost all dogs that are not o
preventative medication will con-
tractthe disease. In Lane County
are lucky not to be in an endemic
area. However, cases of heartwor]
disease do occur. Tak to your vel
find out if your dog may be at
higher risk of infection. Rememb
this disease can be easily and saei
prevented, but costly and danger
totreat!
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Cats Scratch!

Cats scratch, and although many owners feel likg dats know they shouldn’t
scratch the fumiture, nothing could be furthenfrthe truth. Cats scratch for a
ivariety of reasons, but you can teach your cat @faad what to scratch.

Shedding SheathsCats’ claws are constantly growing, just like hunfiager-
nails. Asthey grow, the outer layer needs to siretiuntil the sheath comes off,
it can irritate cat’'s paws aroundthe base of tblews.

Scent Marking: Cats have scent glands in their paws, and scraidhaves that
 gcent as amarker. Cats generally dothis soitretehing in areas they feel con-
| gnt, such as near a favorite sleeping area.

"Play: Cats may scratch during play. When cats get exeitel happy, they may
feel a sudden urge to do some scratching.

It is important
that you prevent your cat from scratching inappiatprsurfaces until your cat is
successfully scratching the appropriate surfaces. @the simplest waysto pre-
vent your cat from scratching, and to protect yianiture is to put some wide,
[Qoubie-sided tape onthe areasthat your cattlixesratch. Cats dislike sticky
surfaces and will avoid them.

blYhere is also a product called Soft Paws (www.sofgocom), which are flexible

uBlastic capsthat cover each claw. This preventsade to your furniture while
you retrain. One caveat: if your cat does not tileeing his claws clipped, it will
be difficult to put on Soft Paws!

Greenhill Takes Part in a Life-Saving New Program
All Incoming Cats Will be Blood Typed

In a joint effort between Greenhill Humane Soci¢ityg Lane County Veterinary Medical Association YMA) and
Banner's Blood Bank, all incoming cats at Greendrié being tested for bloodtype. Cats have thiaed types, A B
and AB. Type B is rare, only seen in about 5% ¢§ ¢gathe US. If you give a cat the wrong typélofod, it will likely
die. Approximately once every two years, Lane Cpueterinarians have a need for type B blood. Bsed is rare,
many cats that needtransfusions die while wafiimtype B bloodto be located.

After witnessing this problem, Dr. Donna DimskieBident of LCVMA who also
works with Banner's Blood Bank, created a prograrsheck the blood type of all
young, healthy cats and kittens that come into @néke When atype B cat is lo-
cated, he/she will be adopted out to a membere¥éherinary community where
he will be well taken care of, and be “on call"d@nate blood if a cat in the area
needs atype B bloodtransfusion. “This is a win-gituation,” says Dr. Gail
Schroder, a veterinarian who also serves on GrésrBoard of Directors, “the
type-B cat will be adopted out of the shelter amditted with special care to keep
him healthy and happy, and the vets of Lane Cowilbjhave the peace of mind
that type B blood will be available should oneludit patients need it.”

The LCVMA agreedto pay for the cost of the bloggihg kits, and Greenhill staff
learned how to run the simple tests, which reqoiirly 2 drops of blood. After 3
months of testing, no type B cats have been logatedut now all Greenhill
adopters will know the bloodtype fortheir cat ciase an emergency or illness ever
makes a transfusion necessary.
