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I 
have given a lot of tours of the shelter 
recently, and I’ve noticed a theme 
in the people’s comments. They are 
often in awe of the cattery – the huge 

open expanse with large 
windows that stream 
in light and look onto 
a garden designed 
to attract birds and 
butterflies. They are 
amazed at the number 
of medical wards that 
we have for the cats and 
the lengths that we go to 
treat medical conditions. 
People looking at our 
small-animal room and 
the outdoor play-yard 
dedicated to the rabbits 
have used words like 
sanctuary and bunny-
paradise. Yet invariably, 
when I bring people into 
the dog kennel, my tour 
guests become quiet; 
for while the kennels are actually quite 
spacious, each dog having its own long 
indoor and outdoor run, there is something 
very obvious missing from the lives of these 
dogs. Each of the dogs in our kennels is 
missing a person in its life. 

The reality is that every animal in the 
shelter is missing a loving permanent person 
in its life, but it isn’t as obvious for the 
cats or the rabbits who appear to be living 
comfortably. The dogs, with pleading eyes, 
eager looks, and wiggles of anticipation let 
anyone who walks past their kennels know 
that they want to go home – now.

Greenhill does an incredible job caring 
for the animals that are in the shelter – in 
fact over 90% of Greenhill’s resources go 
into caring for the animals. This year we 
have been making even greater efforts in 
that direction by establishing a program of 
regular meetings with local veterinarians 
and dog trainers to better address stress 
in the shelter. We want to ensure that 
every animal in our care is treated with 
compassion and that their medical and 
psychological well-being is of the greatest 
importance.

But, the reality is that there is something 
even more important – just ask a dog. Each 
animal at Greenhill needs a loving home 
of his own. He needs a person who will 

take him out of the shelter, give him love, 
a warm bed, and companionship. He needs 
someone in his life to repair the hurt and 
confusion he is experiencing.

Over this next year, 
we will focus more 
community attention 
on the importance of 
adopting an animal from 
Greenhill. We are also 
making some physical 
changes to the shelter 
to improve the adoption 
process. You can help. 
We are looking for 
donors to assist with 
the cost of creating two 
dog adoption rooms 
($5,000 per room).  We 
also need your help 
spreading the word that 
Greenhill animals need 
loving homes – tell your 
co-workers, friends and 
neighbors.

For the dogs, cats, rabbits and other 
small-animals I hope to make this a record 
adoption year at Greenhill. Please help as 
you are able.

As part of Greenhill’s 14th annual 
Spay Day, $30,000 was allocated for 
spay/neuter surgeries. That is the largest 
sum of money ever set aside to provide 
free spay and neuter surgeries for Lane 
County residents in the shelter’s history. 

For three days in December, Greenhill 
opened a hotline for low-income 
residents in Lane County who needed 
financial assistance to alter their pets. 
As a result, 530 cats and 98 dogs were 
scheduled for free surgeries. 

In years past, we have opened the 
hotlines in the spring, but we moved 
Spay Day up by several months this year 
in order to prevent even more unwanted 
births.

“We ran into situations last year 
where felines were getting pregnant 
before their scheduled surgeries,” says 
executive director Cary Lieberman. 
“This year, female cats will be spayed 
before their heat cycle begins. We’re 
really making a bigger dent in Lane 
County’s feral cat population this way.”

When you consider a fertile cat 
can produce up to three litters a year, 

altering 530 cats prevents the birth of 
hundreds of thousands of unwanted 
kittens. 98 dogs scheduled for 
appointments could potentially prevent 
the birth of thousands of unwanted 
puppies.

“Those are animals that won’t be 
brought to our shelter or left to fend 
for themselves on the streets,” says 
Lieberman. 

Greenhill will continue to do its 
part to reduce the number of unwanted 

animals through the its Spay Day 
program, however offering free 
surgeries once a year can only do so 
much. 

“Ultimately, it boils down to 
individual responsibility,” says 
Lieberman. “We’re happy to provide 
assistance to low-income residents, 
however in order to make a lasting 
impact on the overpopulation problem, 
each animal owner in Lane County 
has to do his or her part to prevent 
uncontrolled breeding.”

Simply put, that means getting your 
pet fixed. 

Interestingly, both you and your pet 
will benefit from the surgery. Spaying or 
neutering makes a pet more affectionate 
and less likely to have behavioral or 
temperament issues. Plus, fixed pets are 
less prone to run away or get into fights. 

Plus, you’ll help create a stray-free 
community. 

“If everyone did his or her part, 
animal overpopulation would be a thing 
of the past,” says Lieberman. 

Donations make it possible for 
Greenhill to provide free spay and 
neuter services every year. Please 
give generously to help us end animal 
overpopulation.

Vet Advice from
Gail Schroder, DVM

NOTE: The following are very short 
answers to complex questions, only 
intended to encourage you to talk in 
more detail to your vetrinarian about 
these topics. 

How can I tell if my pet is 
overweight?

Try these tests: Can you feel your 
pet’s bony ribcage when you pet his/
her chest? Can you see a thinner 
“waist” in between the ribcage and 
the back legs? Is your cat able to 
keep himself clean near his hind 
end? If the answer is no, then it’s 
time for a weigh-in at the vet clinic!

Fido loves his treats! Does it really 
matter if he’s a little overweight?

Yes! Keeping your pets at a good 
weight will keep them healthier 
and may even help them live 
longer. For pets with a history of 
orthopedic problems (arthritis or 
knee, hip or back problems), even 
a few extra pounds may increase 
pain. Overweight animals are more 
likely to develop type II diabetes 
and arthritis pain as they age. And 
in cats, obesity can be a factor in the 
development of liver disease. 

How do I help my pet to lose 
weight?

If you have food out all the time, 
you may want to switch to feeding 
in meals. This makes it a lot easier 
to monitor and control the amount 
of food your pet eats. Most pet foods 
are available in a “light” or “less 
active” variety, which contain fewer 
calories per cup of food. Never put 
your pet on a crash diet. Weight loss 
should be gradual over time and 
always under your veterinarian’s 
supervision. And watch out for 
those treats! Biscuits, chewy treats 
and table scraps may be adding up 
to more calories than you think. If 
you offer just a tiny piece, you’ll 
probably see the same big smile 
from your pet but with fewer 
calories!

Pet parents are all too familiar with 
those days when “life  happens,” but 
nobody bothered to inform the dog. 

Even on those days, your dog will be just 
as needy and demanding of your time, and 
will still do things that you just don’t have 
time to deal with. These are the days when 
you might Þ nd yourself thinking about re-
homing your dog, or wondering if someone 
else might give him a better life. 

Rather than react and regret; respond and 
relax. The following are 10 quick things that 
will hopefully prevent reactions and instead 
help you respond to the problem at hand 
with creative ways that relieve your own 
frustration and ultimately help your dog in 
the process. 

1. Give your dog something to chew 
that will take at least 30 minutes or longer; 
such as rawhides, bully sticks, stuffed Kongs 
or real bones. Chewing relieves stress and can 
give you some quiet time while your dog is 
busy.

2. Visit the Kong website at 
kongcompany.com and learn how to make 
lots of different Kongs that would keep him 
busy for awhile.

3. Change the routine for walks and 
exercise. If all you ever do is throw the ball 
for your dog; take a long walk. Or if you 
always take a walk around the block, go to 
a different neighborhood to walk. Challenge 
your dog’s mind and body by trying new 
things and going to new places.

4. Make a list of training goals for you 
and your dog, cross out all the ones that are 
unrealistic right now, and then start with the 
one that is on the top of your list.

5. Add something new to your dog’s 
environment each day to provoke thought 
and interaction with new stimulus. Things 
that might be interesting to dogs: Cardboard 
boxes with toys and treats in them, old socks 
that are tied in knots and stuffed with treats, 
the core of toilet paper or paper towels with 
a little paper left on them, oatmeal boxes 
with with treats and toys inside, or an empty 
plastic bottle with your dog’s whole meal in 

it (Throw away the top). Make a stop at your 
local thrift store or a garage sale for other 
items. (Supervise all of these, of course!)

6. Take your dog’s regular amount 
of food for one meal, cut up a few pieces 
of cheese or other high value treats, mix it 
together and toss it all out into the yard so your 
dog have to scavenge for his meal.

7. Buy yourself some sanity! Purchase 
baby gates, exercise pens, a crate, or other 
things that can help manage your dog’s 
unwanted behaviors until you can train 
something better.

8. Invest in a good steam cleaner. It’s 
much easier to stay calm when your dog vomits 
on the new carpet if you can pull out the steam 
cleaner and make the mess go away quickly.

9. Buy yourself an hour of dog walking 
from a professional dog walker, or have a 
friend or family member take your dog out for 
a long walk or ride in the car.

10. Use a taste deterrent product to keep 
your dog from chewing on things that are not 
appropriate. There are several good ones sold 
at pet stores or online. Be sure to reapply each 
day since these do fade in strength after they 
dry.

A Boxer pup with unique challenges finds a home with Greenhill’s help

e may not walk like a normal dog. 
He may have to wear diapers for the 
rest of his life. But Debi Hana knew 
immediately he was the one for her.

When Carter was transfered to 
Greenhill from another shelter, he 
came with several unique problems.
For one, he could barely walk. He 
had suffered a debilitating back 
injury which hindered full use of his 
hind legs. Carter primarily relied on 
his front legs for motivation while 
his hind quarters struggled to keep 
up. For another, bowel movements 
would happen suddenly and without 
warning. 

But Carter was not in pain and 
was otherwise perfectly healthy. 
Greenhill staff held hope that 
a compassionate family would 
eventually adopt him. But it would 
be months before he would Þ nd his 
“forever home.”

In the meantime, he was 
driven to Corvallis once a week 
for hydrotherapy at West Hills 
Veterinary Hospital. There, a 
veterinarian slowly built up his 
muscles through training sessions 
on an underwater treadmill. He 

also worked weekly with 
physical therapists at 
South Hills Veterinary 
Clinic in Eugene and 
walked daily with staff 
and volunteers at the 
shelter. These training 
sessions proved beneÞ cial 
as Carter began to show 
signs of progress. 

“[We] were amazed 
that we could see such 
improvement in Carter’s 
strength and agility 
in the short time that 
we worked with him,” 
says Greenhill volunteer 
Rhonda Reed, who aided in 
Carter’s rehabilitation along 
with her husband Steve Shearer. 
“We only played a small part in 
Carter’s physical rehabilitation. 
The dedication and devotion of 
the Greenhill staff is what saved 
Carter.”

Today, he functions pretty well. 
Stairs remain a bit of a challenge 
and he still walks a little awkwardly, 
but none of that is of any concern to 
his new mother, Debi.

“I don’t feel that Carter is a 
handicapped dog, he just does things 
a little different,” says Debi, a 
Portland resident. After discovering 
Carter on Greenhill’s website, she 
came to visit him in Eugene and was 
immediately smitten. “Carter has a 
very sweet character about him. He 
wanted to play and give me kisses 
right away.”

She says Carter continues to make

strides with routine exercise and daily 
visits to the dog park. “I believe with 
the exercise, he sits and walks better 
than before. He can go up to four steps 
without a problem....just at Carter’s 
speed – slow.”

For the most part, he keeps up with 
the other dogs at the park and he even 
engages in a little horseplay with his 
sister Nikki, also a Boxer. Perhaps most 
surprising about Carter’s recovery is 
his ability to run, which Debi says is 
“perfect.”

Minus the disposable diapers, 
Carter lives like any other dog; taking 
ownership of the couch, getting into 
things and running off with mom’s shoes. 
“The diaper does not bother Carter and 
he knows he has to wear it,” says Debi. 
“In the mornings, he wakes up and goes 
outside for awhile, and when he comes 
back into the house he will come to me 
and turn around so his bottom is facing 
me so I can put on his diaper. He will 
stand still until I can get it on him.”

Debi makes his disposable diapers 
fashionable by slipping a pair of cutoff 
jean shorts over them, and he wears 
some hip doggy sneakers for extra 
traction. 

Debi was well prepared to handle the 
challenges that come with adopting a 

special-needs pet. Before bringing Carter 
into her life, she cared for an incontinent 
senior dog who passed away last year. 
While the experience is rewarding, she 
urges others to carefully consider what 
it means to have a special-needs pet as a 
member of your family, before adopting. 

“Think about this long and hard; it’s a 
long term commitment. You need to have 
lots of patience. Think of special ways of 
making the animal’s life better and easier 
on you,” Debi advises. “You will get 
more back in return with kisses and butt 
wiggles.”
