Even if you have an indoor-only animal, proper identifica-
tion could be a life-saver for your cat or dog. The most basjctova
identify your pet is with an I.D. tag and collar. A proper |.y talls
someone how to contact you quickly if they ind your pet. Many
owners have found that the best way to ensure the safe return of an
animal is to print “reward” on the tag along with the owner's eskir
and at least one phone number. Offering a reward may encourage
people to take the extra step of calling you if they find your animal.

In the event that your pet loses his collar and tags, the animal
can still be identified with a microchip. Technology allows veteyinar
animal control and humane society professionals to use hand-held
scanners to read the microchip, which is implanted just under the skin
of cats, dogs, rabbits and even birds. Microchips are about thefsize o
a grain ofrice and are implanted by veterinarians. All anintiptad
from Greenhill are microchipped before going to their new homes.

While microchips provide an important extra level of protec-
tion in case your pet loses her tags, owners should not rely on chips
exclusively. In the event that your pet accidentally gets lost, arcoll
with proper identification tags are your pet’s frst ticket homieing
your pet both tags and a microchip can provide an extra level of pro-
tection and help reunite you with your pet if he or she ever escapes or
gets lost.

Bonnie says that after sitting at a desk for so many years, work-
ing with animals was a nice change of pace.

“Volunteering at Greenhill is a natural outlet for people who
love the outdoors and animals,” she says. “Even though you get a litle
grubby at times.”

If your family is serious about getting a rabbit, Greenhill stajfs
gests purchasing a rabbit care book or a stuffed bunny for a git inatehd,
adopting a rabbit only after careful consideration of its needs—andlader

Before adopting a rabbit, parents should consider:
* Rabbits are often fightened when held or carried
* They should live indoors, as members of the family—not outside
* You must “bunny-proof” your home to keep the rabbit fom chewing

 Rabbits must be neutered or they will mark your home with urine
* They may scratch or bite out of fear
