There’s a silent killer that causes terrible 
suffering and brings death to thousands of 
animals every year. The killer is ethylene 
glycol, a highly toxic substance used in 
antifreeze and coolant in automobiles. Even a 
single teaspoon can cause an agonizingly 
painful death and the danger is greatly 
increased because the sweet taste appeals to 
curious pets and other animals.  
 
The Antifreeze Bittering Act of 2005 (S. 1110 
& H.R. 2567) requires manufactures to 
include denatonium benzoate, one of the most 
bitter tasting substances there is, to be added 
to antifreeze to make it unpalatable. This 
simple life-saving step will cost manufactures 
only 2-3 cents per $5 gallon, a small price to 
pay to save the lives of an estimated 1,400 
children and 10,000 pets each year.

We had some new faces, along with some old friends.  Annie, featured above, was one of the 29 Eastern Oregon dogs that Green-
hill rescued in February of 2003.  The home in Eastern Oregon was occupied by an elderly couple and hundreds of small dogs suf-
fering from disease, injury and malnutrition. The interior of the house reeked of urine, feces and rotting food. Once the dogs were 
seized by the local Animal Control authorities, the call went out to humane societies in Oregon, Idaho and Colorado to respond to 
the needs of these dogs.  Greenhill responded and took in 29 of the dogs.  Annie happened to be one of these special dogs.  She 
had a great time creating her piece of art, and we all hope to see her again soon! 
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The Barrett family has been involved with Greenhill's Foster Care Program for several years, but they hit a record setting number last 
summer.  Of the 100 puppies who were placed in foster homes they fostered 30 of them, along with 2 adult dogs.  They have already 
fostered 13 this year and we are just at the start of puppy season.  The Barretts are one of the few families in the program who can 
manage the care of large litters, making them a tremendous asset to Greenhill. 
  
The Barrett's decided to join the foster care program after Maggie, their beloved Golden Retriever, passed away.  They craved the 
love and affection that companion animals provide, but they didn't feel ready to make a life long commitment to another pet.  Foster-
ing seemed like the perfect solution.  It enables them to experience the joy of having animals around, without the long-term obliga-
tion.  This experience also teaches their children valuable lessons regarding pet responsibility, the pet overpopulation crisis, and be-
coming actively involved in  improving their community.  "While many people who foster animals for us have pets of their own at 
home, larger numbers of volunteers are seeking this opportunity because they aren't at a place in their li fe where they can make a 10 
to 20 year commitment, but they feel their life is missing something without pets," says Sandra Dain, Foster Care Manager. 
  
Greenhill cannot thank the Barrett's enough for opening their hearts to so many puppies in need.  Their generosity and compassion 
knows no limits, and their dedication to this program is greatly appreciated by all of us at Greenhill.

Greenhill Elects New Board Members 
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Puppies sold at pet shops are from 
puppy mills.  Puppy mills breed pup-
pies solely for profit.  
 
If those statements sound harsh, let 
me tell you the story of Bluver.  
Bluver was a female Italian Grey-
hound who was bred to produce pup-
pies for various commercial breeders 
in the Midwest.  She had been bred 
twice a year, every year, for nine 
years running.  Given no veterinary 
care (that would have cut into prof-
its), she was kept in a wire cage out-
side in freezing weather (heat or 
blankets would have cost money) 
and had lost toes and parts of her 
ears due to the extreme cold.  Cer-
tainly no dental care was available 
for Bluver (way too expensive), and 
most of her teeth had rotted out.  She 
had endured two home-made caesar-
ian sections that kept her producing. 
 
Bluver had had only one purpose in 
life—to fill pet stores with puppies 
who could be sold for cash.  Her 
puppies were taken from her at six 
weeks, packed into boxes and loaded 
onto trucks, and shipped across the 
country to brokers for sale to pet 
shops.  
 
She had not come into season for 
more than a year after her last three 
puppies, so her breeder brought her 
to an auction to squeeze the last cou-

ple of dollars out of her.  She was 
doused with a strong flea repellant 
which severely burned her delicate 
skin just before she went on the auc-
tion block.  Amazingly, when Bluver 
faced the crowd of commercial 
breeders after a life of suffering too 
horrible to imagine, she wagged her 
tail.  None of the breeders bid on this 
old, ailing, worn-out brood bitch… 
so she ended up in the destroy pen. 
 
Bluver got lucky that day, maybe 
because of her irrational tail wag.  
She found a kind soul who bought 
her from the destroy pen.  Most 
puppy mill mothers are not so lucky. 
 
Greenhill Humane Society recently 
accepted 10 beagles from a former 
puppy mill in Central Oregon, out of 
a total of 50 dogs rescued there.  
Foster homes, and finally “ forever 
homes” were found for these won-
derful dogs and they, like Bluver — 
who lived her last three years of life 
renamed Addie—were very, very 
fortunate. 
 
If you or someone you know is con-
sidering purchasing a pet, please do 
not go to a pet store.  Every purchase 
made at a pet store perpetuates the 
misery this industry causes for tens-
of-thousands of dogs throughout the 
United States. 
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Greenhill staff, volunteers and shelter animals would like to thank the 
following people, organizations and businesses who have gone the extra mile 

to support our work with homeless pets.  
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In February 2006 Carol Reed visited the cattery not expecting to find 
a new addition to her family.   
 
Cicero was one of Greenhill’s shy kitties.  He lived in the Shy Room, 
a room set aside for cats who like  it quieter than it is on the main 
floor.  After speaking with a volunteer, Carol was pointed in the direc-
tion of Cicero. 
 
After spending some time with him, Carol felt he would fit in well 
with the other members of her family.  Cicero’s new mom then 
brought her partner Peter to visit him.  Peter and Cicero seemed to 
bond immediately, and that was it, they had to have him. 
 
Carol says he has definitely come out of his shell since finding his 
forever home.  One of his favorite pastimes is playing king of the hill 
on Carol and Peter’s bed with their other two younger cats.  He now 
lives with six other feline friends, who he gets along with beautifully. 
 
We want to thank Carol and Peter Reed for opening their home to 
Cicero, and being such great parents.

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With the beginning of the school year 
around the corner, many students will 
be thinking of bringing their family pet 
as a way to deal with the stress of 
homesickness, course overload, and 
new surroundings.  Students planning to 
bring their pet to school, or to adopt one 
while on campus, need to evaluate their 
situation.  They need to educate 
themselves about pet-care requirements 
and the expense of keeping a pet, 
including unexpected medical bills. 
 
Even if students think they would be the 
perfect guardian for an animal, they 
need to adequately answer the following 
questions:  Why do they want a pet?  Do 
they have t ime for a pet?  Can they 
afford a pet?  Are they prepared to deal 
with the special problems a pet can 
cause?  Can they have a pet where they 
live?  Is it a good t ime to adopt a pet?  
Are their living arrangements suitable 
for the animal they have in mind?  Do 
they know who will care for the pet 
while away on vacation or break?  Will 
they be a responsible pet owner?  And 
finally, are they prepared to keep and 
care for the pet for his or her entire life? 
(10-15 years) 
 
One of the main responsibilit ies of 
having a pet is making sure it has a 

lifelong home.  For students, this 
means not gett ing rid of the pet when 
the animal is no longer convenient, or 
when the student moves back home.  
End-of-semester dumping of animals 
is a sad reality. 
 
So what is the best option for pets and 
students?  The Humane Society of the 
United States suggest that if a student 
is thinking about gett ing a pet while at 
school, the consequences must be 
considered, and students must educate 
themselves regarding the proper care 
and expenses of a pet.  If a student is 
living on campus where no pets are 
allowed, the student should not get a 
pet.  If a student is thinking about 
bringing the family pet to school, he 
or she should leave the pet at home, 
for his or her parents to take care of 
until graduation. 
 
If you are craving attention from an 
animal, a great way to get your fix is 
to volunteer walking dogs or 
socializing kitt ies in the cattery.  For 
more information contact Regan 
Moreland at 689-1503 Ext.
